Executive Summary

Table C1: Quarterly Budget Statement Summary

For the second quarter from January to March 2011, revenue to the amount of
R177,9-million realised compared to the quarterly performance targets of
R171,9-million. This reflects a favorable deviation of 3,5%. The operating
expenditure for the quarter amounts to R183,3-million, against the quarterly
target of R194,6-million. This reflects a deviation of 6%. Capital expenditure
for the quarter amounts to R44,9-million. Although this deviates with 47%
when compared against the SDBIP figure of R84,0-million, capital expenditure
increased with R7,2-million when compared to the same period in the previous
financial year. (31 March 2010: R37,7-million).

Taking the above into consideration the net operating deficit for the year
amounts to R35,9-million whilst the cash and cash equivalents decreased to
R77,9-million (31 December 2010: R181,8-million).

Outstanding debtors decreased from R63,2-milion to R59,2-million whilst
creditors to the amount of R52,7-million were paid at quarter end.

Table C2: Quarterly Financial Performance by Vote

Table C2 measures the quarterly actuals against the year to date SDBIP
figures which realised by vote for revenue and expenditure. The deviations by
vote are reflected in the year-to-date (YTD) variance column.

The difference in revenue variations between Table C2 and Table C1 is the
result of capital grants received, which are included to Table C2.

Reasons for deviations will only be provided in
cases where the percentages differ with more than 10% and can be viewed in
Supporting Table SC1.



Table C5: Quarterly Capital Expenditure by Vote

Table C5 indicates the quarterly actuals on capital expenditure for all votes
and measures the year-to-date performance targets against the actual capital
expenditure figures.

For the quarter ending March 2011 capital expenditure to the amount of
R44,9-million realised. This deviates with R39,1-million against the planned
figure of R84,0-million which constitutes a total deviation of 46,5%.

The deviation with the SDBIP performance targets are spread over the whole
vote structure and the reasons for deviations can be viewed in Supporting Table
SC1.

The Capex by vote is graphically presented in:
Chart 3 — Capex by vote.

The performance of capital expenditure by funding source is reflected in
Chart 4 — Capex by funding source. For the third quarter R11,6-million realised
from government grants and public donations, R12,7-million from external
funding and R20,7-million from internally generated funds.

Table C6: Quarterly Budget Statement Financial Position

In general the community wealth of the municipality amounts to R6 416,9-
million. Total liabilities amounts to R296,8-million, whilst total assets amounts
to R6 713,8-million.

Table C7: Quarterly Budget Statement Cash Flow

Table C7 provides detail of the monthly cash in and outflow. For the quarter
end of March the net cash from operating activities was R90,9-million whilst
cash from investing activities was R62,5-million. The cash held decreased
from R181,8-million to R77,9-million which is mainly represented by the
change in the investing activities.



PART 2 — SUPPORTING DOCUMENTATION
Debtors analysis

Supporting Table SC3 provides a breakdown of the consumer debtors for the
quarter. The outstanding debtors amounted to R59,2-million and reflects a
decrease of R4,0-million from the previous quarter. Although the dept in O to
30 days decreased with R3,2-million, the debt in 31 to 120 days increased
with RO,3-million, whilst in the 121 days and older category, debt decreased
with R1,0-million. The total bad debt written off at the end of the third quarter
amounts to RO,7-million. The debtor analysis is graphically presented in:

Creditors analysis

Supporting Table SC4 provides detail on aged creditors. In terms of the
MFMA all creditors are paid within 30 days of receiving the invoice or
statement. For the month of March 2011 creditors to the amount of
R52,7-million were paid and no creditors were outstanding for more than
30 days. The accumulated creditors payments for the third quarter amounted
to R135,2-million.

Investment portfolio analysis

Supporting Table SC5 display the Council’s Investment Portfolio and indicates
that R375-million is currently invested. During the quarter investments to the
amount of R252-million matured, and new investments to the amount of R360-
million were made.

Allocation and grant receipts and expenditure

Supporting Tables SC6 & 7 provide detail of grants separately as income
and expenditure, as far as revenue is recognised and expenditure is
appropriated. On the receipt of grants, the year-to-date actual amounts to
R107,4-million which is mainly made up of the equitable share and capital
grants such as MIG, INEP and NPPG received. On the other hand the year-
to-date grant expenditure amounts to R19,4-million (Q3 Target: R57,1-million)
which was for operational grants and constitute a deviation of 34% from the
performance targets. Expenditure to the amount of R11,6-million (Q3 Target:
R27,4-million) realised on capital grants and reflects a deviation of 42% from
the performance targets for the quarter under review.

Councillor allowances and employee benefits

This table (SC8) provides the detail for councillor and employee benefits. For
the third quarter the total salaries, allowances and benefits paid amounted to
R59,9—million which deviates with 1% from the planned figure of R58,5-million.
Employee related costs expressed as a percentage of revenue excluding
capital grants is 33,7% for the quarter.



Material variances to the service delivery and budget implementation
plan

Supporting Table SC9 provides the detail of the cash inflow for the budget
setting out receipts by source and payments by type per month.

The total quarterly receipts amounted to R111,1-million whist the total cash
payments for the quarter were R215,0-million. The net cash held decreased
with R103,9-millon from R181,8-million to R77,9-million.

There was a minimal deviation of 0,2% between the service delivery targets
for service charges and property rates and the actual which realised to date.
In the case of expenditure, bulk purchases and contracted services constitute
the main deviations from service delivery targets. In total the net deviation up
to the end of the quarter is 2%. No immediate corrective steps are required.
Supporting Table SC1 provides explanations in cases of material variances of
more than 10%.

Capital programme performance

Supporting Table SC12 provides information on the monthly trends for capital
expenditure. In terms of this table the capital expenditure for the quarter
amounts to R44,9-million against the planned figure of R84,0-million.
Supporting Tables SC13a and SC13b provide the detail of capital
expenditure by asset classification for both new and replacement of assets
separately, whilst Supporting Table SC13c measures the extent to which
Council’s assets are maintained.

The repairs and maintenance for the third quarter amounts to R10,6-million
and deviates with 3,5% against the planned figure of R9,6-million.

The capital expenditure on new assets amounts to R34,2-million and for the
renewal and upgrade of existing assets to R10,7-million during the quarter.
